Special Notice to All Parents & Guardians of Riverton School Students

We have been informed by the Riverton Public School of several incidents that have occurred over the past several days where suspicious individual(s) approached students.

· On Friday, October 19, 2007, at approximately 3:15 PM, a female student reported being stopped by two young white males between the ages of 18 and 25 who were driving a silver-gray vehicle (make/model unknown).  These individuals asked the female student if she “needed a lift.”

· On Tuesday, October 23, 2007, at approximately 8:00 AM, a female student reported an older white male stopped her and questioned her about the playground at the Riverton School and the type of students who utilize this playground.  This suspect was described as having long gray hair, and he was wearing tan-yellow eyeglasses, a light blue flannel striped button-down shirt, and khaki pants.

· Over the past several days, students have reported that two individuals in a pickup truck have stopped and asked them if they wanted a ride.  The pickup truck (possibly silver and believed to be a Ford truck) was operated by an older white male with a younger male passenger. 
The Riverton Police Department is working diligently to verify this information and to obtain further details.  We will be beefing up patrols in and around the Borough of Riverton, particularly in the vicinity of the Riverton School.  We have contacted the police departments from neighboring towns as well as the Burlington County Sheriff’s Department, and these agencies are assisting us with these extra patrols. 

If you have any information to assist us with this investigation, please contact us immediately.  We would appreciate it if you spoke with your children to see if they have had any encounters, and also, to reinforce standard safety measures with them.  Please tell your children not to talk to strangers, and if they are approached by a stranger, they should walk to the nearest familiar residence or Borough business, and call the police immediately.

We are very concerned about these occurrences, and we will take every precaution necessary to protect your children and to apprehend these individuals.  New information will be posted on the home page of our website as it becomes available (www.riverton-police.com).
